Journals will be written daily; therefore, a
spiral must be kept in the dance room. If you are absent, it is the students’ responsibility to make-up
any work you may have missed. Students who may be forced to quarantine, will have the opportunity
to complete work via Google Classroom. You will NOT need to log in daily.
